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To students who admit to the University of Tsukuba
~For a safe and pleasant school life~

Congratulations on passing the University entrance examination.
When you first move to the student residence halls or when you enroll in the University, there might be a
possibility that you encounter any suspicious soliciting or something that could put you into various troubles.

Please read the following important notice and always be careful about these matters.

1. Soliciting for various activities which disguises as the University authorities.
Please keep in mind that there is a religious group called Cult, which has no connection to the University of

Tsukuba, soliciting for the religious members. Recruitment of the authorized groups (circles) in the

University of Tsukuba for freshman will starts from Freshman Welcoming Festival, which is held from 6pm
on the same day as the entrance ceremony’s. We do not permit any soliciting activities prior to the event.

(e.g.1) They introduce themselves to you as a “OOCircle” and they are kind to you in the beginning. They
help you to move, ask you to have meals together and so forth. After being very kind to you, they

ask you to join their group.

(e.g.2) They claim to be_ OO Seminar or A/ Study Group and ask you to join their group by telling

you “Think about the meaning of life.” , “Let’s participate the fun training camp.” and so forth.
(D Please be cautious about those soliciting. You will be solicited by the cult groups not only inside the

campus and student residence halls but also at Tsukuba center, vicinity of train stations or convenience

stores. There is a possibility that they demand for enrollment fee.
@ We understand that you have full of fears and anxieties about living by yourself for the first time. Make a
good judgment when it comes to choosing your friends. Do not reveal your name, telephone number,

e-mail address and mailing address easily when you feel suspicious about the persons.
@ Use the security door chain to deal with visitors to your room. Do not invite people whom you do not

know into your room.

2. Multilevel Marketing, Unscrupulous Sales Practice, Swindling
There are some cases that people are forced to make a contract or to purchase products by being

manipulated with smooth talk such as “It is a good business that you definitely can make a lot of money” or

“Please answer these simple questionnaires.”

There was also a swindling case started with sudden approach by strangers, such as “I lost my wallet and

I'm in huge troubles. Please loan me money”. You ended up with giving them money several times and

received a promissory note which looks like a memo in return. After all they never returned you the money.
@O Do not make any contract or give ambiguous response. Reject it clearly.

Do not give your name, telephone number, email address or mailing address easily.
@ Do not lend money to anyone easily.

3.  Traffic accident
The University of Tsukuba is located in a center of Tsukuba Science City. You must watch out for cars,

since the volume of the traffic is heavy and regular vehicles come and go on campus. Please observe the

traffic rules and manners to prevent accident.

(D Bicycle accidents caused by no light have been occurred. Please make sure to turn the light on while

riding a bicycle.



@ It is extremely dangerous to hold umbrella, to control smart phones or to listen to music through ear
phones while riding a bicycle as these actions often distract your attention to surrounding situations.
This riding manner shall be stop. In case you are found behaving in these manners, you can be subject

of penalty based on Ibaraki Prefecture Road Traffic Law Detailed Enforcement Regulations.

4. Incident :-Robbery
There is abundant greenery on campus and in its surrounding area that is likely to create peaceful

environment, however, cases of robberies, sexual assaults or intruders have been occurred. In addition,

cases of bicycle theft have been repeatedly reported every year.

@D Try not to go out alone at night and lock your door when you leave your room even for a short time.

@ Your personal belongings and wallets get stolen in the blink of an eye from time to time. Be sure to
manage your belongings for yourself.

@ Be sure to register your bicycle at the shop when you purchase it as well as in the University before

you ride to the campus. Attach an IC tag issued by the University to your bicycle and use double locks
when you park. In case of any accidents occurred to you, obtaining TS mark (traffic safety registration
includes one year coverage of liability and accident insurance) and its annual inspection and

maintenance required to_extend the registration is recommended.

@ Be sure to have an awareness of the crime prevention daily.

5. Drinking Alcohol * + - [ The legal drinking age is 20
Drinking and smoking under the age of 20 is prohibited by law.

Drinking too much too fast can lead you to acute alcoholism, which can be fatal!

D Minors must say “No” when somebody offer you a drink.

@ Minors must toast with juice.
(@ Minors are not allowed to drink alcohol even for special occasions such as, Freshman Welcoming

Festival.

6. Writing into Twitter, Web Bulletine Boards, etc

Posting careless comments on Twitter, SNS, Web Bulletine boards, etc. could have a huge impact on society

and could be a potential “act of crime”. Please be careful and give enough thought to your writing before

posting it.
